SANAA, Oct. 30  Ñ Anti-government 
protesters and activists marched 
on Sunday safely, demanding the 
regime release political detainees 
and kidnapped protesters who were 
abducted in recent marches. 

The march was part of the 
escalation plan by protesters calling 
for an end to the current regime. In 
the past, anti-government marches 
have faced repression and attack 
by thugs but the last two have been 
safe.

The march came after more 
protesters faced the threat of 
being kidnap by intelligence 
security forces, On Sunday, there 
was also a campaign highlighting 
the fact that a youth activist had 
disappeared; protesters claimed he 
was kidnapped last week.

 Activist Ammar Al-Saqqaf, 
a member of Dignity Coalition 
at Change Square, where anti-
government protests have been 
taken place since February, was 
reported kidnapped on Tuesday.

According to activist Samia 
Al-Hadad who was last with Al-
Saqqaf on Tuesday, October 23 on 
his way to Change Square by Al-
Dayri Street, ÒThe last we knew 
before Al-Saqqaf was kidnapped is 
that he was dragged away by two 
people known for their suspicious 
activities against the youthÓ said 
Al-Hadad.

Al-Saqqaf, whom his family and 
friends have been trying to call 
since Tuesday with no response.

He was also one of youth 
negotiators with the United Nations 
Envoy Jamal Bin Omar who was 
responsible for putting together a 
report on Yemen for the Security 
Council.

 Right before his disappearance, 
Al-Saqqaf was working on 
compiling a list of independent 
activists and reporters to network 
with the mainstream media.

According to the Yemeni 

Organization for Defending Rights 
and Freedoms [HOOD], which 
works on reporting violations 
against protesters since the uprising 
began, 22 missing protesters were

ÒThe man was contacted by the 
police station to tell him that his 17-
year-old son is detained there.Ó

Allaw said that large number 
of protesters are detained in the 
Central Security jail. Journalist 
Abdulkareem Thuail, was abducted 
by national security last month for 

his work compiling 
lists of the coalitions 
and movements 
in the square and 
collecting videos of 
the war in Arhab, 
though according to 
Allaw, they were not 
published.

A campaign called 
Window to Hop for 
Freedom, was devoted 
to highlighting the 
detaineesÕ issue and 
to raise demands for 
their release. The 
political detainees 
started a hunger 
strike to condemn 
their detention by the 
authorities and seek 
their release.

Although the most 
recent marches have 
been safe, violence was 
reported elsewhere. 
Al-Jazeera news 
channel reported that 
violence had resumed 
in Sofan and Hasaba 
neighborhoods in 
SanaÕa between 
President SalehÕs forces 
and the Hashid tribal 

confederation.
Moreover, the violence resumed 

on Sunday Ð the deadline set by 
President Ali Abdullah Saleh for 
the opposition for dialogue on 
implementing the Gulf Cooperation 
Council initiative for power 
transition in Yemen.

Mohammed Al-Sabri, a leader of 
the Joint Meeting Parties, told the

Yemen Times that the three day 
limit that Saleh set on Friday for 
the JMP means nothing to them.

US embassy opens free visa lottery

SANAÕA, Oct. 30 Ñ The number 
of Yemeni citizens applying for a 
chance to emigrate to the United 
States has so far been low, according 
to the US embassy in Sana'a.

The US Consul in Yemen, 
Stephanie Bunce, said on Tuesday 
that people of Yemeni nationality 
can apply until November 5th for 
the 2013 Diversity Visa lottery. 
Since Yemen is among countries 
with low immigration rates to the 
US, Yemenis have the opportunity 
to apply.

ÒSome countries have high 
rates of immigration; last year, 
Bangladesh wasn't able to take part 
in this program because a lot of

years,Ó Bunce said. 

Despite the current crises facing 
many Yemeni citizens, no special 
allowances for participation in 
the lottery are being made. Bunce 
recommended that applicants 
apply before the deadline, because 
Òeverybody in the world tries to 
apply and computers slow down a 
bitÓ.

The DV program represents 

the only free way to emigrate to 
the United States legally with 
oneÕs family. Once the application 
is complete, each applicant will

SANAÕA, Oct. 30 Ñ A group 
of politicians, diplomats, 
academicians, businessmen and 
pro-democracy revolutionaries 
launched the Democratic 
Awakening Movement in SanaÕa 
last Sunday.

The movement aims to establish 
principles of freedom and justice, 
with equal opportunities accessible 
to all Yemeni citizens. It also aims to 
raise awareness of what constitutes 
a civil state in the country.

The movement was launched 
amid effective political deadlock, 
with the launch itself repeatedly 
postponed due to the country's 
tenuous security situation.

Bilquis Al-Lahabi, a pro-
democracy protester and founding 
member, said that the movement 
did not belong to any particular 
political current.

ÒThe civil state is a general 
requirement for Yemenis. ItÕs 
the only guarantee for the free 
expression of opinions,Ó she told 
the Yemen Times.

Al-Lahabi is optimistic that 
the movement will be effective in 
Yemen. ÒWe hope that many youths 
will join the movement and unify 
our aims.Ó

Commenting on the presence 
of many women at the event, Al-
Lahabi said, ÒWomen are very 
enthusiastic about the idea. They 
decided to join the movement after 
reading its programs and learning 

of its ideas; moreover, they urge 
many other women to join the 
movement.Ó

The concept of the civil state 
is still vague for many Yemenis. 
Some political powers, especially 
those of Islamists, link the concept 
to secularism.

ÒI think that some political 
currents will boycott the movement, 
but we will discuss the issue with 
them,Ó she said.

ÒMany Yemenis think that a civil 
state is a state that isn't ruled by 
soldiers,Ó said Al-Lahabi.

Abdul-Ghani Al-Eryani, a 
prominent political analyst and 
co-founder of the movement, said 
during the launch of the movement 
that it would include businessmen, 
intellectuals, diplomats and 
politicians.

ÒThe civil state we seek is one 
based on principles of freedom, 
justice, equality and the rule of 
law,Ó he said. ÒWe hope that the law 
will be a respected framework that 
all institutions and individuals 
turn to.Ó

Al-Eryani indicated that the 
decades-long absence of a civil 
state in Yemen had exacerbated the 
countryÕs problems.

Amin Dirhem, a businessman, 
told the Yemen Times that the 
idea of the movement is bright 
and ambitious. ÒWe hope that the 
movement will succeed in creating 
new steps and ideas, with the aim 
being the country's success,Ó he 
said.

Yemenis' guide to a civil state
The Tamkeen Organization for 
Development (TDF) launched a 
guide for a post-revolution civil 
state in Yemen, on Tuesday.

O
nly two and half weeks remain in the duration given 
by the UN resolution for President Saleh to hand over 
power. Yet not much has been happening, on the con-
trary any sign of peaceful transition is overshadowed 
by the continuous bombarding here and there.

Both the regime and armed opposition are engaged in combat 
killing mostly civilians and taking us further from a deal that 
would allow Yemen to transition into peace.

Our vice president who was supposed to be the agreed-on hero 
by all to save the country is gone to the US for medical treatment. I 
wonder if there is more to this than a medical check-up and I won-
der if he is coming back soon. His departure regardless of the rea-
sons makes another dent into the proposed transition deal making 
it yet more fragile.

There is talk that the Gulf Countries representative and the UN 
envoy are on their way to Yemen. What for?

Moreover, considering how almost nothing takes place during 
Eid holidays which are starting in a weekÕs time, I wonder if there 
is a point having them here now.

But then again, this holiday takes away from the time given to 
Saleh to sort out his plans. So he will need all the help he can get to

mention the wasted months in education, industry and social cohe-
sion that we will need to spend years to make up for.

The clock is ticking and much work remains to be done. What 
will happen if the 30 days pass by without any deal? Will Saleh get 
another 30 days then another?

Here is something more to think about, some governorates in Ye-

Yemen at a standstill again

I
t is very typical for a jour-
nalist in Yemen to receive 
threats and intimidation 
whether they are famous or 
not. Once you are perceived 

as dissident or anti-government, 
then you automatically start get-
ting threats Ð itÕs part of the cen-
sorship system.

When I started writing, I didnÕt 
cover politics. My family told me I 
was free to become a journalist as 
long as I wrote about anything but

years, both at a newspaper and on 
my private blog, I wrote about so-
cial and cultural affairs. But the 
more I did so, the clearer it became 
that there was huge injustice and 
corruption in my country. I became 
so frustrated; I knew the system 
needed change but I didnÕt know 
what form it should take. Later on, 
the change manifested itself in an 
uprising.

When this began, I thought that

out about politics freely, without 
fear of silencing. I thought that 
the uprising was the answer to the 
censorship in our society. Unfor-
tunately, as the revolution contin-

ued and days passed, there were 
more arrests, more threats, more 
attacks. Journalists were targeted 
and beaten. There were a couple of 
cases when journalists were killed 
while they were covering events.

they were investigated and were 
not allowed to leave the country.

In March, I began to get death 
threats. As I am keen social media 
user, I started to get messages sent 
to my Facebook account, with de-
tails about my family. I was warned, 
in one message, that Òyour mother 
and sister will be the price of your 
recklessnessÓ.

Then, when I was leaving dem-
onstrations in Change Square, I no-
ticed that people would follow me. 
Strange, thuggish men would track 
me until I got home. The mental 
pressure began to mount. I also got 
text messages from unknown num-
bers warning me that I had better 
stop writing or something would 
happen to me.

I thought that maybe I should 
stop my activism and writing, but 
I couldnÕt, I canÕt. I canÕt do any-
thing other than this and this is my 
chance to serve my country. I want-
ed to keep blogging, writing, dis-
cussing the situation, even though 
I came under a lot of pressure from 
my family.

In mid-May, I went to Sweden for 
a two-week Young Leaders Visitors 
programme, an intensive social 
media training course. I was lucky; 
my passport does not list my oc-
cupation as journalist because it 
was issued when I was still at col-
lege. There was an incident when 
a female journalist from Yemen 
was taken for investigation and her

passport said that she was a jour-
nalist. I had to take that incident 
into consideration.

I only intended to be gone for a 
fortnight; I packed really light. 
While I was gone, though I was in 
Sweden, in my heart I was in Yemen. 
During the second week of my stay, 
the violence in Yemen got worse. 
So, I was blogging actively, tweet-
ing, and giving radio and newspa-
per interviews about my country. 
Even while I was in Sweden, I got 
death threats on Facebook.

The violence in Yemen got worse 
and the airport was closed at the 
end of May. My family told me 
that it would be better for me not 
to come back, and if I had tried to 
return I would have had to give up 
writing.

This was the beginning of an-

other hard journey for me, being a 
writer in exile. I donÕt know when 
I will be able to go back, although 
I long to.

country. Even if he dies, there is 
still his family who control most of 
the army.

It is so hard I canÕt even cry. All 
my senses are numb. I live in a 
beautiful place but all I can see 
are bodies around me, smashed by 
bullets, like I see in the videos from 
back home.

I call my family and friends, we 
email, Facebook, skype. And my 
work hasnÕt stopped Ð I have taken 
part in more than 20 seminars on 
Yemen since I came to Sweden. My 
whole life is now dedicated to ac-
tivism. I canÕt think or talk about 
fashion, beauty, relationships Ð 
only the politics of my country.

But every time I speak to some-
one here and they say, ÒOh, this

one from YemenÓ, at that moment 
I feel I can make a difference. I 
donÕt want Yemen to be isolated or 
forgotten by the world.

Journalists targeted by regime

U
nemployment, dete-
riorating economic 
conditions, govern-
mentÕs proposal for 
modifying the consti-

tution and removing the limit for 
presidential terms and the corrup-
tion of the ruling elite are the root 
causes of the growing indignation 
and resentment of the Yemeni peo-
ple.

Ali Abdullah Saleh who has clung 
to power for more than 33 years 
was never challenged by a serious 
political rival or an all-encompass-
ing social movement.

However, Saleh now faces the 
worst political crisis in his country

who was captured and shot dead in 

the Battle of Sirte on October 20, 
2011 by the revolutionary forces of 
the National Transitional Council.

Perhaps the only propitious 
event that has taken place during 
the course of the Yemen Revolu-
tion against the corrupt govern-
ment of Ali Abdullah Saleh was 
that Tawakel Karman, the female 
Yemeni journalist and political ac-

They kill demonstrators 
mercilessly and are not afraid of in-
ternational consequences, because 
they know that they have the un-

T
he Yemeni revolution has 
entered its ninth month 
and the youth are still 
adhering to its peaceful 
nature, despite Yemen 

being home to 60 million weapons.

this tyrant, to stop all support, in all 
its forms, and to increase the pres-
sure on Saleh to hand over power. 
We want a positive stance towards 
our people from our neighbour Sau-
di Arabia. The people have already 
come out against outside interven-
tion in Yemen. 

We know who stands behind this 
illegitimate president, and we tell 
Saudi Arabia that it must tie its fu-
ture relationships with the Yemeni 
people and not with individuals, be-
cause the people are now the rulers 
of the country. The GCC initiative 
partakes in the crimes of the regime 
because it provides the regime with 
assurances, and so this expired ini-
tiative is nothing more than immu-
nity for murderers. We demand that 

it be withdrawn and that the crimes 
of this gang be sent for investiga-
tion at the ICC, as they are crimes 
against humanity. 

The Yemeni people are adamant 
that they will remain peaceful, and 
are prepared to give much more so 
that the revolution succeeds. It is 
a great nation and has adhered to 
the peacefulness of the revolution. 
However, should there be a civil war 
it will engulf the whole region and

r. Abdullah Bawazeer
is director of the Gen-
eral Authority for Mu-
seums and Historical
Monuments. He has a

PhD from the Sorbonne University 
in France and has years of experi-

With only 28 museums in Yemen 
and that with monuments dating 
back to the eighth century B.C. he is 
campaigning for new, open-air mu-
seums to really show the countryÕs 
history.

ÒYemen used to be known as Ara-
bia Felix and was said to be home to 
many civilizations,Ó said Bawazeer. 
ÒBut look at us now.Ó

He has been managing the Gen-
eral Authority for several years and 
has traveled to almost every corner 
of Yemen to discover the countryÕs 
wealth of history and culture. The 
authority is the national body re-
sponsible for the protection and 
documentation of historic sites, with 
duties involving excavations and the 

restoration of landmarks.
There are currently six interna-

tional excavation teams from various 
nations in Yemen, each working at a 
separate historical site. A German 
group has been exploring the Mareb 
governorate for the last 15 years and

located the Bran Temple.

ÒBut the temple site is not open to 
visitors so that they may learn about 
its ancient history and other details 
of the old civilizations,Ó said Bawa-
zeer. 

The German team moved to Sir-
wah district in Mareb, where they 
also discovered another remarkable 
monument that dates back to the 
Sheba Kingdom. The monument 
consists of a lengthy piece of rock 
with the names of Yemeni areas en-
graved on it. Many names of towns 
have changed, but there are some 
that have retained their original 
names.

During the last two years, the Ger-
man mission has been exploring the 
Khawlan Al-Tayaal area in SanaÕa 
governorate, with a special focus on 
a promising town called Tinem.

Meanwhile, the American team 
has dedicated time to exploring hu-
man history in the sun and moon 
temples, also located in Mareb. But 
their work has been interrupted 
because of the insecurity in the re-
gion.

The French mission is based in a 
place called Bihseeb in the Al-Baid-
ha governorate, but they too were 
forced to suspend their work for se-
curity reasons. There are, however, 
other French excavation missions 
that have worked in Hadramout, 
towards the east in Sharma, and in 
Adiat Al-Ghurf, also in Hadramout.

Another Canadian mission is 
working at the site of Zabeed Fort, 
in the Tihama area on the Red Sea 
where they have located very old ru-
ins and temples.

In Zabeed an Italian mission has 
been excavating. It used to work in 
Barash in Mareb and Jawf, but had 
to stop Ð again for security reasons. 
The Italians have just obtained per-
mission to explore Ghaiman in the 
SanaÕa governorate, but the team is

subside before commencing.

Finally, there is a Russian team 

working in both archeological and

team has recently moved to Socotra 
Island to research its history, lan-
guages and culture.

Although most of the expeditions 
are international in nature, a cadre 
of Yemenis has also been involved 
in much of the work. There are also 
national teams that are currently 
working at several locations.

Ruining the ruins
Unfortunately, many of YemenÕs 
historic monuments are subjected to 

theft and vandalism. Bawazeer spe-

Masiyabi in Ibb governorate, which 
was viciously attacked by locals. The 
Social Fund for Development has 
constructed a fence around the site, 
but there remains much work to be 
done.

Some citizens, due to a lack of 
awareness and greed, destroy the 
monuments or rob the sites. They 
look for what is shiny and will de-
stroy a whole temple for a small 
piece of gold.

Bawazeer mentioned that not all 
of the thieves are Yemeni, and that 
some foreigners attempt to smuggle 
archeological items and valuable 
historical pieces out of the country.

The Ministry of CultureÕs Heritage 
and Cultural Development fund has 
a small budget that can be used to 
buy some items back from locals be-
fore placing them in museums.

Yet there is only so much the au-
thorities can do. With corruption, a 
simple bribe can rob the entire na-
tion of a part of its history. Bawazeer 
said that are many Yemeni historical 

items spread across museums and 
private homes around the world.

He complained that the countryÕs 
great potential is not being exploited 
due to a lack of resources, interest, 
and security.

ÒYemen, the whole country, is a 
museum. We need an army of men 
to explore it. There is very little at-
tention paid to this sector despite 
what it could do for Yemen, rev-
enue- and image-wise,Ó he said.

There is also a lack of documen-
tation. There are no recent statistics 
to show what is out there or where 
it is. Some monuments are not even 
listed in the AuthorityÕs maps, while 
others have begun to fall down be-
fore being documented.

He expressed a hope that stability 
in Yemen would be a reality soon, 
and that this would attract not only 
tourists and exploration teams, but 
also lead to institutes being erected 
at the various sites. 

ÒWe want to study the past to 
know about our ancestors. Surpris-
ingly, there is also much we can 
learn from them,Ó he said.

alf of Americans 
now support legal-
izing marijuana use, 
a record level, amid 
growing support for 

decriminalization that could build 
pressure to eventually change U.S. 
laws on the drug, a Gallup poll 
showed on Monday.

The poll showed that support was 
highest among liberals and adults 
under age 30, with more than 60 
percent of respondents in those cat-
egories favoring legalization. Sup-

port was lowest, at just 31 percent, 
among Americans over age 65.

ÒSupport for legalizing marijuana 
has been increasing over the past 
several years, rising to 50 percent 
today, the highest on record,Ó a 
summary of the poll said. Another 
46 percent said marijuana should 
remain illegal.

ÒIf this current trend on legalizing 
marijuana continues, pressure may 
build to bring the nationÕs laws into 
compliance with the peopleÕs wish-
es,Ó the summary added.

Gallup said support for legaliza-
tion had crept up from just 12 per-

cent in 1969 to 30 percent 
in 2000 and 40 percent in 
2009. Last year, a Gallup 
survey found 70 percent of 
Americans favored making it 
legal for doctors to prescribe 
marijuana to relieve pain and 
suffering.

A separate national sur-
vey released last month 
showed that marijuana

The Gallup poll released 
on Monday showed that 
Democrats, at 57 per-
cent, were more likely to 
support legalization than 

Republicans, only 35 percent of 
whom favored such a move. Men, at 
55 percent, were also more likely to 
back legalization than women, at 46 
percent.

By geography, more than half of 
Americans in the West, Midwest 
and East supported legalization 
while in the South, 44 percent fa-
vored such a move.

The poll was based on telephone 
interviews conducted between Oc-
tober 6-9 with a random sample of 
1,005 adults across the country. The 
poll had a margin of error of plus or 
minus 4 percentage points.

To sweeten the pot, the state is 

willing to have the bridge disassem-
bled, transported and off-loaded at 
no charge. All the new owner has to 
do is reassemble and maintain it, 
said H.B. Elkins, spokesman for the 
Department of Highways, District 
10, where the bridge is located.

"It's what they call functionally 
obsolete, meaning it's narrow and 
the trusses have low clearance," 
Elkins said. "But it's structurally 
sound. People use it every day."

Elkins said possible applicants 
could include a municipality, a state 
or even a private person in need of 
a stream crossing or a unique drive-
way.

As long as the old bridge is re-
erected at the new site with its 
original characteristics retained, 

Kentucky does not care who gets it, 
Elkins said.

The only other asterisk: The cost 
of saving the bridge cannot exceed 
the estimated cost of demolishing it. 
Elkins said no one knows what that 
cost might be "because we haven't 
bid out the construction job for the 
new bridge."

This is the second bridge in Perry 
County that Kentucky has tried to 
give away in recent years. The dead-
line to apply is December 20, Elkins 
said.

SAA’DA, Oct 30 — Signs of a fresh 
Sunni-Shiite con�� ict in Sa'ada ap-
peared after the latter blockaded a 
Sunni school in Damaj, a local told 
the Yemen Times on Wednesday.

The Sunni school, known as Dar 
Al-Hadeeth, is at the heart of at-
tacks by Houthi rebels. The school 
has been under siege for eight days 
by the rebels, who have been en-
gaged in six separate wars with the 
central government since 2004.

Dar Al-Hadeeth is run by the 
hard-core Sala��sm group and 
teaches around 7,000 students, in-
cluding women and children, from 
Yemen and foreign nations.

“The Houthis are now position -
ing themselves around the school, 
blocking food supplies, and have 
set up their own checkpoints, 
searching anyone entering or leav-
ing the area,” said the citizen, who 
requested anonymity for security 
reasons.

Tensions between the oppos-
ing sides surfaced two weeks ago, 
after a letter written by the princi -
pal of the school, Imam Yahya Al-
Hajoori, was leaked to the Houthis. 
In the letter, Al-Hajoori thanked 
Brigadier General Yahya Mohamed 
Abdullah Saleh, the president’s 
nephew and chief commander of 
Yemen’s security forces, as well as 
Saudi Arabia, for ��ghting Houthis 
in his region.

The leaked letter provoked the 

Houthis who launched the block-
ade on the school in Damaj before 
attempting to gain control of Al-
Baraqa Mountain, which overlooks 
Damaj and remains under Sunni 
control.

“The Damaj School has made at-
tacks against us and is attempting 
to take control of military positions 
outside of their area,” a spokesman 
for a Houthi leader told the Yemen 
Times.

“Plus, they have continued to 
incite us, describing us as non-
believers and carrying out military 
training for their supporters,” the 
Houthi spokesman said. However, 
Al-Hajoori denied the veracity of 
the statement and said it was fab-
ricated in order to in ��ame sectar-
ian con�� ict in Sa’ada. Now, the area 
surrounding the school in Damaj is 
under siege and families have be-
gun fearing the potential for war if 
no action is taken.

Students in doctrinally simi -
lar Sala�� schools located in other 
governorates have begun discuss-
ing what to do to stop the Houthis 
blockade and prevent their military 
expansion, according to a Sala�� 
student in Damaj.

“The threat is that this tension 
could develop into sectarian war. 
Already, around 69 students from 
Damaj were killed in clashes with 
the Houthi/Shiites during the ��fth 
round of war between Yemen’s 
army and the Houthis in 2009,” 
the student explained. 

Tribesmen loyal to the Sala�� 
group in Sa’ada have already 
blocked the Al-Boqa’ road con-
necting Saudi Arabia and Yemen 
by way of the Sa’ada governorate. 
The Hashid tribe, which has sided 

with the opposition demanding the 
ouster of president Saleh has, at 
the same time, blocked the Sana’a-
Sa’ada road. Yet more tribes-
men loyal to the Sala��sts have at-
tempted to block the Maran Road, 

which leads to the hometown of the 
Houthis’ leader, Abd Al-Malek Al-
Houthi.

A mediation committee com-
posed of Fares Mana’, an arms 
dealer who is currently the gover-

nor of Sa’ada (though not desig-
nated as such by the government), 
tribal leaders, and representatives 
of the Houthis and Sala��sts met on 
Tuesday to resolve the current situ-
ation, but no concrete results have 
yet been reached.

“They agreed that the Houthis 
must open the road, remove their 
new checkpoints, and that both 
sides must return to their old posi -
tions, but none of these points has 
been implemented yet,” said a stu-
dent from the Sala�� School.

A source close to Mana’ told the 
Yemen Times that “this is simply 
a personal disagreement between 
both sides” and that “they would 
reach an agreement soon”.

In addition to having different 
interpretations of Islam, the Shi -
ite Houthis and the Sunni-Sala��st 
Damaj school also have different 
political positions towards the pop -
ular uprising which erupted last 
February and which demands an 
end to Saleh’s 33-year regime.

The Houthis have joined the 
uprising, while the Damaj Sala�� 
group based in Sa’ada has sided 
with Saleh and banned anti-regime 
demonstrations and protests, call-
ing them “rebellious acts against 
the ruler”.

A March in Sa’ada on Friday Oct 28 by the Houthis demanding the departure of president Saleh. 
The Sala ��  group, led by the Damaj school, believe such demonstrations to be un-Islamic.

Sectarian con �� ict looms in Sa’ada

Four killed in Arhab shelling

SANA’A, Oct.30 — Three children 
and one adult were killed in Arhab 
on Saturday night after government 
forces attempted to shell members 
of opposition-aligned tribes, ac-
cording to local tribesmen.

A station in a market selling oil 
derivatives exploded after it was 
shelled, leaving an additional thir -
teen injured in Al-Darb village 
in Arhab, 40 kilometers north of 
Sana’a.

State news agency Saba con-

��rmed the news, but said that the 
62nd Infantry Brigade, stationed 
near the village in the Al-Furaiga 
Zone, was ��rst attacked by oppo-
sition-aligned tribesmen, and that 
four civilians were killed in an ad -
jacent village as a result.

A government military of ��cial 
said on Saba News that all allega-
tions made against the 62nd In-
fantry Brigade in Arhab were false, 
declaring that tribesmen aligned 
with the opposition Joint Meeting 
Parties would soon face justice. 
Fighting between anti-government 

tribesmen and the Republican 
Guard – headed by the President’s 
son Ahmed Ali – broke out in late 
May. According to Mohsen Al-
Zubairy, an Arhabi tribal leader 
allied with Ali Abdullah Saleh’s 
regime, the ��ghting started when 
tribesmen initiated attacks against 
the Republican Guard.

Al-Zubairy has told the Ye-
men Times that opposition armed 
groups possess a wide variety of 
weapons, including rocket launch-
ers, Katyusha rockets, armored ve-
hicles, rocket-propelled grenades, 

bazookas and machine guns of vari-
ous sizes.

As a means of protecting protest-
ers around Change Square, tribes-
men launched attacks against gov-
ernment soldiers in late May and 
such attacks have been intermit-
tently staged since then.

Last September, tribesmen 
aligned with the protesters killed 
the leader of the 63rd Brigade, Ab-
dulla Al-Kulaibi. Last month, an -
other eleven soldiers were killed in 
Nahm, located 30 kilometers from 
Sana’a.
